EMS Levy Facts & Information
What is on my November General Election Ballot?  Fire District 13 is proposing a new Emergency Medical Services (EMS) Levy.
How much does the EMS Levy collect?  The EMS Levy will provide Fire District 13 with approximately $65,000 starting in 2014.
What does the EMS Levy pay for?  This EMS levy will provide funding for continued EMS response and enhance our ability to provide better patient care.  Specifically, this EMS levy will allow District 13 to maintain EMS response and replace the existing response vehicle, while ensuring funding for future capital needs within Fire District 13.
How much does it cost?  The EMS Levy rate is 50 cents per $1,000 of assessed valuation (AV).  This means that a home valued at $100,000 would pay $4.16 per month (or $50 per year)
